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Nothing ever stays the same – It passed unnoticed.
The investigation approaches questions related to the phenomenon and its transformation in nature. I have been interested in residual and unseen pathways in nature. Those details that we would not notice influence the environment. I think of all things as they are coming into being or dissolving into nothingness. This flux of the moment includes the experience of loss and transformation as objects are changing from one to another stage of being.
In my present work, I attempt to capture these delicate presences and define the boundary of nothingness which also reflects the moment of our emotions with existence and non-existence. I aim to bring another dimension to objects I create in order to display and discuss about the instability to widen the awareness of the environment.
